‘Waqf Bachao Dastoor Bachao’ Conference
A Historic Day in Regional and National Politics

MI News Service, Patna: Maulana
Ahmed Wali Faisal Rahmani, the
chief of Imarat-e-Shariah, has
emerged not only as a relevant but
also a significant figure in the re-
gional and national leadership of In-
dian Muslims. His relentless efforts
for the protection of Waqf proper-
ties—especially through the All India
Muslim Personal Law Board (AIM-
PLB)—by mobilizing 5 crore emails
from across India and initiating a dis-
trict-wise awareness campaign with
proper planning and execution,
earned him immense respect nation-
wide. This internal divide among
Muslims created the perfect environ-
ment for political exploitation. Taking
advantage of the chaos, the Nitish
Kumar government extended sup-
port for the controversial Wagf
Amendment Bill in Parliament. As
the BJP government was dependent
on Nitish Kumar and Naidu for par-
liamentary numbers, this support
helped smoothen the bill’s passage.
Muslims across India were left
stunned and felt deeply betrayed.
However, there was a silver lining:
over 230 Members of Parliament, in-
cluding those in the Joint Parliamen-
tary Committee (JPC), stood strongly
against the bill and showed commit-

ment to stopping it.

Though relatively new to main-
stream Muslim leadership, Maulana
Ahmed Wali Faisal Rahmani applied
a strategic and grassroots-driven ap-
proach. He created awareness, edu-
cated key stakeholders through
workshops, and developed a district-
wise network. His work resembled
that of political organizations and
civil society groups, who often go to
great lengths to connect with the
weakest and most marginalized. Sim-
ilarly, Maulana Rahmani involved
youth, understood the importance of
media outreach, and utilized his pub-
lication Fikr-o-Nazr under Fazlur
Rahim’s leadership to play a crucial
role in the social media campaign.
The public came to understand the
critical importance of protecting
graveyards and mosques. The “Save
Waqf” campaign began as a move-
ment driven by ideological clarity and
grassroots activism. Just before Eid
al-Adha , when another attempt was
made to take over Imarat-e-Shariah,
Maulana Ahmed Wali Faisal Rah-
mani responded by announcing a
large public gathering. He invited
Muslims from all over to Gandhi
Maidan in Patna to oppose the Waqf
Act and defend both Waqf and the

Constitution. This was a bold and
risky move. Many considered it
poorly calculated, especially since his
opponents within AIMPLB had filed
multiple cases against him. Despite
that, he received strong, unwavering
support from his followers and his
brother, Fahad Rahmani (of Rahmani
30 fame). He worked tirelessly, en-
gaging day and night with every sec-
tion of the community—rural and
urban, educated and uneducated,
rich and poor. He reached out to well-
wishers of his late father, Maulana
Wali Rahmani, met with leaders
across all political parties, and coor-
dinated with religious and social or-
ganizations to prepare a roadmap for
the conference at Gandhi Maidan.

While the AIMPLB continues to
hold public meetings and roundtable
discussions across India, many of
these are dominated by particular
political figures or regional influ-
ences. Pauses in the “Waqf Bachao”
campaign and the lack of consistent
vision have raised concerns in the
community. In contrast, Maulana
Rahmani’s approach has been fo-
cused and sharp. His insistence on a
democratic and political fight opened
new doors for a community that often
felt politically cornered.

Iran's top military com-
mander questions Israel's
ceasefire commitment

MI News Semce. Tehran:
Iran's top military com-
mander on Sunday ques-
tioned Israel's commitment
to a recently agreed cease-
fire following 12 days of

fighting, ~warning that
Tehran was prepared to re-
spond forcefully to any re-
newed aggression,
according to the semi-offi-
cial Tasnim news agency.
Abdolrahim Mousavi, chief
of staff of the Iranian Armed
Forces, made the remarks
during a phone call with
Saudi Defense Minister
Prince Khalid bin Salman,
as the two discussed the
conflict involving Iran, Is-
rael, and the United States.
"We have serious doubts
about the enemy's adher-
ence to the ceasefire,”
Mousavi said. "If aggression
is repeated, we are fully
prepared to respond deci-
sively." He accused Israel
and the United States of
launching attacks on ITran
despite what he described
as Tehran's restraint, in-

cluding during indirect nu-
clear talks with Washington.
Saudi Arabia's defense chief
condemned "aggression”
against Iran and said Riyadh
had made efforts to help end
the conflict, according to
Tasnim. The two sides also
agreed to maintain consul-
tations aimed at improving
bilateral ties and promoting
regional stability. Sepa-
rately, Iran's deputy foreign
minister for political affairs,
Majid Takht-Ravanchi, said
Tehran had not scheduled
any meeting with U.S. offi-
cials, rejecting recent claims
by U.S. President Donald
Trump of upcoming nuclear
talks, state media reported.
Speaking at the close of a
NATO summit earlier this
week, Trump said U.S. and
Iranian officials would meet
the following week to dis-
cuss a possible nuclear deal.
The conflict escalated on
June 13 when Israel
launched airstrikes on Iran-
ian territory, targeting mili-
tary and nuclear facilities.
